Page 3, line 1:

"Labour’s fiscal rules, as set out by Shadow Chancellor Rachel Reeves, are non-negotiable. They will apply to every decision taken by a Labour government, with no exceptions. That means that Labour will not borrow to fund day-to-day spending, and we will reduce national debt as a share of the economy".

Comment: A Labour government should retain the option of extra borrowing, over a short period but maybe more than a year, to fund recovery (including day-to-day spending) if it faces a slump.

Page 6, line 1:

"Labour believes that the best way to grow our economy is using the power of active government to win the global race for the industries and jobs of tomorrow, many of which will be in the green and digital economies. Our ambitions are primarily encapsulated in two of our five national missions. First, to secure the highest sustained growth in the G7..."

Comment: A Labour government can make the economy "ours" only by means of wide public ownership and democratic and workers' control. That can be achieved by conflict with, not partnership with, "business" (i.e. the current owners). Undifferentiated growth in a capitalist economy, and even under a workers' government, is not necessarily a boon. We should seek good and sustainable living standards for all by way of green reconstruction and de-growth in environmentally-damaging activity like the extraction and burning of fossil fuels.

Page 11, line 24:

Comment: Labour should commit to large-scale rewinding, not just to "breathe life back into our countryside".

Page 22, line 22:

"Labour will protect the UK’s competitiveness and status as a global financial centre".

Comment: Labour should instead go for public ownership and democratic control of high finance.

Page 46, line 21:

"Labour will work towards long-term, integrated funding settlements for local leaders to provide greater financial certainty for local areas".

Comment: A Labour government must restore to local government the funds removed by Tory governments since 2010. Without that, talk of more local democratic control of public services is a mockery.

Page 50, line 25:

"The next Labour government will invest in the people and infrastructure that make up our public services".

Comment: This can be done only by increased taxes on wealth and on high and corporate incomes, to relieve the funding squeeze which is crippling the NHS, social care, and other public services, and by definite commitments to reverse outsourcing and privatisation.

Page 52, line 34:

"In the short term, to fix the Conservative mess we inherit, we will use spare capacity in the independent sector to treat NHS patients and bring waiting lists down".

Comment: A Labour government should requisition private health care facilities and integrate into the NHS, doing permanently what the Spanish government did temporarily at the height of Covid.

Page 53, line 8:

"Labour will build on the existing integrated care system structure in England as we build an NHS fit for the future".

Comment: Labour should not accept the latest Tory reorganisation of the NHS, but instead restore the NHS as a single integrated service, regulated by planning rather than markets.

Page 58, lines 14-15

"... an ambitious school improvement plan..."

Comment: Labour should bring all schools under local authority control, and abolish GCSEs and SATs.

Page 82, line 13

"a fair and transparent asylum policy that does not discriminate..."

Comment: Labour must commit to repeal the Illegal Immigration Bill and the National and Borders Act, as it commits to repealing the Minimum Services Bill and the Trade Union Act 2016.
